Jan Karski has become an international icon of the fight for

- dignity and human rights, as well as a voice for the opposition

to totalitarianism. He personified universal human values:
courage, bravery and the responsibility for the lives and safety
of others. Karski, an extremely intelligent and skilled diplomat,
was assigned as an emissary of the Polish Underground State
during WWIL.

‘The poetess of broken
colour’, as she was named by Jan Kott, wrote lyrics for songs
which remain all time top hits in Polish popular music. Her
songs were performed by the most celebrated Polish singers,
such as Maryla Rodowicz, Edyta Geppert, Stawa Przybylska,
Anna Szatapak, Seweryn Krajewski or Skaldowie.
