The film presents the story of his life, as
well as the life of his sister Helena, a talented skier and
member of the Resistance Movement, murdered by
the Nazis in 1941. Stanistaw Marusarz is not only a well-
known Polish ski jumper but also the 1938 world vice-
champion in Lahti, a four-time Olympian, a seven-time
participant in the ski world championships, as well as
a second lieutenant of the Home Army, a Tatra courier.
From the first months of occupation, he actively worked
as a courier of the Underground State and would deliver
correspondence to Hungary. In 1940, he jumped from
the second floor and escaped from the Gestapo prison
in Cracow. After the war, he was one of the longest active
ski jumping athletes in the world. Marusarz was a guest of
honour at the Four Hills Tournament in the season 1965-
1966. At the age of 53, he stood on the famous Gross-
Titlis-Schanze (Large Titlis hill) and made his legendary
show jump dressed in a suit and a tie.

Agnieszka Osiecka was a poet, a director, a journa-
list, and a leading figure in the pantheon of great
Poles. She authored over 2000 songs, skits and
stage works. ‘The poetess of broken colour’, as she
was named by Jan Kott, wrote lyrics for songs which
remain all time top hits in Polish popular music. Her
songs were performed by the most celebrated Polish
singers, such as Maryla Rodowicz, Edyta Geppert,
Stawa Przybylska, Anna Szatapak, Seweryn Krajew-
ski or Skaldowie. On the one hand Agnieszka was
a brilliant poet, the life and soul of the party, but on
the other she was also a restless spirit, a sensitive and
delicate human. The viewers can follow dozens of
years of her fascinating life — from her early youth,
through years of studying at the £6dz Film School and
working in famous student theaters, until times of her
spectacular success and great fame. The action is set
against the backdrop of the Polish colorful social life
between mid-1950s until mid-90s and it is focused
not only on her professional career, but also it centers
on some facts from her private life, which was very
complicated, full of hard choices and suffering. The
decisions she used to make were often very difficult
to accept by her nearest and dearest. Osiecka, how-
ever, remained independent and faithful to her princi-
ples until the end of her days.

Ina Benita. Dwa zycia

The incredible story of Ina Benita, one of the most
enigmatic figures of Polish cinema of the 1930s. She
was a star whose chances of a great international
career were buried by war. For years, her fate was
shrouded in mystery. Throughout the post-war
period, the legend was that she died in the sewers
during the Warsaw Uprising. It was only in 2019 that
a young journalist, Marek Teler, discovered that she
had died in Pennsylvania in the 1980s.

Three years
earlier, in Autumn 1975, when the decision
to perform the exorcism had been made,
Anneliese could refrain from eating for over
a dozen of days, ran through all the house,
undressed and jumped all over the walls. She
spoke six different male voices, had unnatural
strength, screamed, cursed, beat and bit her
next of kin. In the moments of tranquility,
she declared her readiness to suffer for the
salvation of others. The exorcism lasted nine
months. This documentary tries to explain
what really happened in the life of Anneliese.
